Electronic Disease Early Warning System & Response (eDEWS) 

in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa and FATA 

Epidemiological Week-10 (04th March to 10th March, 2012) 

 

Highlights 

 17 districts and 3 agencies provided surveillance data to the eDEWS this week from 489 

health facilities on time. 

 A total of 122,786 consultations were reported through eDEWS of which 28% or 34,550 cases 

were Acute Upper Respiratory Infection, is still the highest cause of morbidity of total 

consultations were showing 1% decrease in percentage as compared to week 9. 

 Other Acute Diarrhoea shared 6% or 6,961 cases of the total consultations showing 1% 

increase in percentage as compared to last week. 

 Pyrexia of Unknown Origin accounted for 5% or 5,867 cases out of total consultations. 

 Skin Infection (Skin Inf.) reported at 3% or 3,558 cases and Typhoid Fever comprised only 

0.3% or 377 cases out of total consultations. 

 A total of 69 alerts including 1 measles outbreak were reported in this week. 50 alerts for 

suspected Measles, 11 for Cutaneous Leishmaniasis, 2 each for Acute Watery Diarrhoea, 

Diphtheria and Neonatal Tetanus while 1 each for Pertussis and Scabies.

The above graph shows the trend of Acute Respiratory Tract Infection cases out of total consultations reported to DEWS 
in 2009, 2010, 2011 and 2012 up until now. ARTI percentage trend in year 2012 is showing low than previous three 
years due to intervention of ARI centres in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa. In this week 10, 2012 ARTI consultations shows 28% or 
34,550 cases of total cases which shows 1% decrease in percentage as compared to week 9.

The above graph shows the different reported alerts to DEWS from week 1 to 10, 2012. A cumulative figure for the 
current year is 523 alerts or 1,230 cases including of 40 outbreaks were reported. Measles alerts are leading in Khyber 
Pakhtunkhwa and FATA with 391 alerts (716 cases) including 25 outbreaks. Followed by Leishmaniasis 46 alerts (158 
cases) including 3 outbreaks, Neonatal Tetanus 43 alerts (45 cases), AWD 9 alerts (17 cases), Diphtheria 7 alerts (7 
cases), Pertussis 7 alerts (11 cases), H1N1 5 alerts (11 cases) including 1 outbreak, AJS 3 alerts (28 cases) including 1 
outbreak, Bloody Diarrhoea 3 alerts (13 cases) including 2 outbreaks, Scabies 3 alerts (179 cases) including 2 outbreaks, 
Typhoid 2 alerts (25 cases) including 2 outbreaks, AFP 1 alert (1 case), CCHF 1 alert (1 case), Enteric Fever 1 alert (17 
cases) including 1 outbreak and Tetanus 1 alert (1 case) were shared.

The above left side graph shows different alerts and their cases reported in KP/FATA and right side graph shows 
different alerts shared by district wise in week 10, 2012. In this week a total of 69 alerts (207 cases) including 1 outbreak 
were reported. High number of alerts reported from district Nowshera 15 alerts (Leishmaniasis 10 alerts (18 cases), 
Measles 3 alerts (7 cases) and Diphtheria 1 alert (1 case)) were shared, followed by D.I.Khan 7 measles alerts (7 cases), 
Haripur 6 measles alerts (16 cases) including 1 outbreak, Swat 6 measles alerts (7 cases), Lower Dir 5 measles alerts (11 
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cases), Peshawar 5 measles alerts (6 cases), Bannu 3 alerts (Measles 1 alert (1 case) and NNT 2 alerts (2 cases)), Buner 3 
alerts (Leishmaniasis 1 alert (5 cases) and Measles 2 alerts (2 cases)), Charsadda 3 alerts (Diphtheria 1 alert (1 case) and 
Measles 2 alerts (2 cases), Hangu 3 alerts (AWD 1 alert (5 cases) and Measles 2 alerts (2 cases)), Malakand 3 Measles 
alerts (5 cases), Swabi 3 alerts (Measles 2 alerts (5 cases) and Pertussis 1 alert (1 case)), Kohat 2 alerts (AWD 1 alert (5 
cases) and Measles 1 alert (1 case)), Tank 2 Measles alerts (2 cases), Bajaur 1 Measles alert (3 cases), Khyber 1 Measles 
alert (1 case) and North Waziristan 1 Measles alert (1 case) were reported and responded. 
 

 1 suspected measles outbreak from district Haripur... 

 An alert of 2 suspected measles cases was reported by BHU STC 4 from Afghan Refugee camp 4. Suspected case 
had sign and symptoms which were suggestive of measles. Vit A was given to the cases.  The case had single 
dose of measles vaccine. Active case finding was carried out in the area .9 more cases were found.  Cluster of 20 
houses was taken to assess the vaccination status of children in the vicinity. Unvaccinated children were 
identified during assessment.  An outbreak from same camp has been reported a couple of months back which 
was confirmed by NIH. Blood samples were taken and sent to NIH. As the polio campaign is starting from 
Monday, measles campaign is planned after the polio campaign. EDO Health, EPI coordinator and Save the 
children were notified about the cases.

The above table shows compiled communicable diseases cases from weekly reports and proportional morbidity through 
eDEWS reported. 
Since January 1, 2012, approximately 1,056,754 patient consultations have been reported to the eDEWS from Khyber 
Pukhtunkhwa province and Federal Administered Treaty Agency (FATA). 

 

In this week 10, 2012 (04th March to 10th March, 2012) reports were received from 489 health centres and the major 
causes for seeking health care by the communities in almost all of the regions were diarrhoeal diseases 6,961 cases or 
6%, acute respiratory infections 34,550 cases or 28%, skin diseases 3,558 cases or 3% and suspected malaria 1,833 cases 
or 1%.

 Figure 8 shows distribution of consultations by communicable diseases in week 10, 2012 and figure 9 shows weekly 
percentage trend of ARTI, OAD, MAL and PUO from week 1 to 10, 2012. 

 This week 17 districts reported to eDEWS from 446 health facilities with a total of 114,609 patients’ consultations.  

 Acute Respiratory Tract Infection 32,034 cases reported were showing 1% decrease in percentage as compared to 
week 9 patients’ visits and accounted for 28% of the total consultations. 

 Other Acute Diarrhea cases 6,435 or 6% showing no change in percentage as compared to last previous week and 
Suspected Malaria 1,629 cases or 1% were reported. 

 While Pyrexia of Unknown Origin cases 5,532 or 5% showing no change in percentage as compared to previous 
week 9. 

 Typhoid Fever (TF) cases 362 (<1%) and Scabies cases 3,276 or 3% were reported.

The above figure shows ARTI, OAD, MAL and PUO percentage situation district wise in week 10, 2012. During this week 
high percentage of ARTI consultations were reported from district Swat 40% (5,518 cases), followed by district Buner 37% 
(2,027 cases), Kohistan 35% (1,386 cases), Haripur 35% (3,583 cases), Malakand 34% (2,323 cases) and Shangla 32% (1,634 
cases). Similarly high percentage of OAD cases were reported from district Hangu 11% (460 cases), Malakand 10% (689 
cases), Buner 9% (491 cases), Kohistan 8% (310 cases) and D.I. Khan 7% (498 cases). High percentages of suspected 
Malaria were reported from district Hangu 6% (264 cases), Mardan 4% (136 cases) and D.I. Khan 4% (310 cases). High 
percentage of Pyrexia of Unknown Origin (PUO) consultations were reported from district D.I. Khan 11% (861 cases), 
Charsadda 9% (1,115 cases), Lower Dir 8% (659 cases), Upper Dir 7% (84 cases) and Shangla 6% (313 cases). 
 

Current week’s Alert/Outbreak in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa: 
A total of 66 alerts including 1 measles outbreak were reported in this week. 47 alerts for suspected Measles, 11 for 

Cutaneous Leishmaniasis, 2 each for Acute Watery Diarrhoea, Diphtheria and Neonatal Tetanus while 1 each for Pertussis 

and Scabies.

DEWS was started in FATA three agencies (Bajaur, Khyber, Mohmand) since February, 2011 during FATA IDPs crisis. 
Figure 11 shows 2 years weekly percentage trend of Acute Resperitory Tract Infection (ARTI) percentage trend. In week 
10, 2012 ARTI 2,516 cases or 31% were reported showing 1% increase as compared to previous week. The higher ARTI 
percentage trend in year 2012 is showing due to more involvement of health centers as compared to previous year 
2011.

 Figure 12 shows distribution of consultations by communicable diseases in week 10, 2012 and figure 13 shows 
weekly percentage trend of ARI, OAD, MAL and PUO from week 1 to 10, 2012. 

 This week, 43 health facilities reported from 3 agencies to eDEWS with a total of 8,177 patients’ consultations. 

 Acute Respiratory Tract Infection (ARTI) 2,516 cases reported were showing 1% increase in percentage as compared 
to week 9 patients’ visits and accounted for 31% of the total consultations. 

 Other Acute Diarrhea (OAD) 526 cases or 6% were showing no change in percentage as compared to week 9 and 
Suspected Malaria (Mal) 204 cases or 2% were shared. 

 While Pyrexia of Unknown Origin (PUO) shared 335 cases or 4% which shows 1% decrease in percentage as 
compared to last week , Typhoid Fever (TF) 15 cases or <1% and Scabies 282 cases or 3% were reported.

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The above figure 14 shows ARTI, OAD, MAL and PUO percentage situation in FATA three agencies. During week 10, 2012 
high percentage of ARTI consultations were reported as compared to other diseases. Since last two weeks high 
percentage of ARTI consultations were reported from Mohmand agency. In this week ARTI 34% or 762 cases and 27% or 
1,291 cases were shared respectively from Mohmand and Bajaur Agency. Similarly Other Acute Diarrhoea, suspected 
Malaria and Pyrexia Unknown Origin (PUO) high percentage were reported 7% or 319 cases, 3% or 159 cases and 5% or 
232 cases respectively from Bajaur agency as compared to other agencies.
