MINUTES OF 32nd WASH CLUSTER KP/ FATA MEETING
32nd  WASH Cluster FATA/ KP meeting was held in WatSan Cell Office/ LG & RDD in Peshawar on July 9, 2013 at 10:00 am under the co-chairmanship of  Mrs. Tahira Yasmeen, Director, LG & RDD  and Mr. Asif Mahmood, WASH Cluster Coordinator FATA/ KP. Mrs. Tahira Yasmeen welcomed the participants. After recitation from Holy Quran and participant’s brief introduction, agenda items were taken up for discussion;
REVIEW OF LAST MEETING MINUTES:
Key discussion points included:
· Meeting participants were enquired about last meeting's minutes missing points (if any);
· Meeting participants were enquired if not receiving meeting minutes;
· Draft government Monsoon Contingency Plan 2013 is available on PDMA website < http://www.pdma.gov.pk>;
· Meeting participants were asked if any point regarding Monsoon Contingency Plan 2013 need clarification;
· It was informed that after DG/ PDMA Monsoon Contingency Plan 2013 meeting WASH suggestions were incorporated;
SITUATION UPDATES & RETURNS:
Mr. Asif Mahmood informed the forum about latest situation updates. He informed that total IDPs families are 179, 269 of which 10% (18, 617) are living in camps and 90% (160, 652) in Off-camps. He also informed that in camps the major portion of caseload is in Jalozai having 12, 590 IDPs families while in New Durrani 4, 868 & in Togh Serai 1,159 IDPs families are residing. He further informed about number of IDPs families living in host communities as i-e Peshawar 77, 674; D.I.Khan 24, 946; Kohat 22, 268; Kurram 18, 506; Hangu 1,529; Tank 11,504 & in Nowshera 1, 693.
Mr. Asif Mahmood informed the forum that UNICEF & WASH partners continue to provide WASH services in camps & off- camps. He informed that 1,900 internally displaced families have returned to their areas of origin in last week in South Waziristan Agency after restoration of peace.  He opined that restoration of WASH services in the areas of return will contribute towards sustainable return of these returnees. He also informed about returns of IDP families from Togh Serai camp to Orakzai agency which have been kept on hold in the last week. He further informed that WASH NFI’s are provided to every returning IDP family from camp. He informed the forum that WASH situation in general & clean drinking water in particular is very poor in South Waziristan Agency & women & children fetch water in drums and jerry cans through donkeys from far flung areas from open sources like rivers and streams etc. He requested WASH forum while proposing projects to donor’s clean drinking water supply schemes in South Waziristan may be prioritized. He opined that hand pumps are also feasible in some parts of South Waziristan Agency.
PRDS: PRDS representative informed that they are working in Sararogha, South Waziristan on gravity based water supply schemes.
Action point: PRDS to share its progress updates on WASH Cluster 4-Ws with WASH IMO.
MUSLIM HANDS: Muslim Hands representative enquired about needy areas list;
OCHA: OCHA representative informed that OCHA is establishing coordination office in D.I.Khan;
SABAWOON: Sabawoon representative informed that they are working in South Waziristan with PPAF fund. He explained that they are not working in WASH sector.
Poverty Eradication Initiative (PEI): PEI representative informed the forum that they are working in Health in South Waziristan.
Key discussion points included:
· Government department’s assessment is underway;
· NOC issues;
· Political Administration/ Military will cooperate partners;
· More than expected returns; 
IDPS NEEDS- PROVISION OF ICE IN RAMADAN IN CAMPS:
Mr. Asif Mahmood informed the forum that PDMA has requested to provide ice to IDPs in camps in Ramadan. 
Key discussion points included:
· Ice factories using filtered water for their production may be mapped out;
· Unhygienic ice factories may be rejected for ice supplies;
· Water samples from ice factories may be sent to W.H.O/ PCRWR/ or PCSIR for testing;
· IDPs need cold drinking water in Ramadan;
· Ice is genuine need of IDPs in this scorching heat;
· A query was made regarding ice distribution in Jalozai camp;
· Mud pitcher distribution was also suggested;
· A meeting of WASH partners working in Jalozai, Togh Serai & New Durrani camps, WHO, UNICEF and PDMA was suggested on 10/07/2013;
4-Ws:
Mr. Asif Mahmood informed the forum that 20 organizations reported on 4-Ws. He requested those who have not reported yet may share 4-Ws with WASH IMO at their earliest.
AoB:
1. OXFAM-GB: OXFAM-GB representative informed the forum that their target in Jalozai camp was 4000 households which are now reduced to 2500 households due to consolidation of Jalozai camp. He also informed that they are securing ECHO funding which may be utilized for off- camp or for IDPs returns.
Action Point: All organizations who want to start activities for Tirrah or Para Chumkani IDPs in district Kohat may review their activities due to return of IDPs to their areas of origin;
2. Current WASH needs are in Kurram, Orakzai, South Waziristan, Mohmand & Bajour Agencies;
3. PVDP representative informed that they have signed a project with NCA for 2,000 IDPs families in district Kohat. He also informed that assessment has started. Action Point: PVDP representative was advised to share & discuss beneficiaries list with WASH Cluster Coordinator before start of activities in district Kohat.
4. PRDS representative informed that they are OXFAM-NOVIB partners; he was advised to renegotiate their Kohat proposal & check needy areas in South Waziristan, Orakzai & Kurram.
5. ACTED representative informed that they have secured funding & want interventions in FATA. He complained that for the last 4 months their NOC is pending. He was advised to fill OCHA NOC tracking templates for speedy follow-up.
6. Solidarity International: Solidarity International representative informed the forum that Education department identified Primary schools in district Peshawar to them & mentioned their names on NOC. He told the forum that WASH/ DRR/ & Hygiene activities of the same schools were also allotted to Save the Children in district Peshawar & is as such duplication & wastage of resources. He requested the forum Coordinator to take up the matter with PDMA/ Education Department & Education Cluster.
7. UNHABITAT: UNH representative informed that they have received their Kurram NOC & assessment is under way. He pointed out that statistics are inaccurate. He told that activities are not started yet.
8. AHO: AHO representative was advised to share progress updates on 4-Ws Matrix.
9. NRC: NRC representative to share Maintenance Module for hand pumps with WASH IMO;
10. Organization interested in Hand pumps presentation in next meeting may forward their names to WASH IMO before 20/07/2013;
11. FDMA: FDMA Representative suggested Technical Working Group of WASH Cluster. It was responded that nominations for updated TWIG will be sought soon.
12.  PEI representative invited WASH partners to the Launching ceremony of PEI Interventions in FATA on July 11th at 10:45 AM. She informed that the ceremony will be held at the Governor House, Peshawar;
13. Mr. Asif Mahmood informed the forum that Mr. Said Rehman has joined DFID on deputation. He appraised Mr. Said Rehman for his association with WASH Cluster/ WatSan Cell. He suggested a farewell/ tribute to Mr. said Rehman. The Cluster endorsed the suggestion & decided that date & time suitable to Mr. Said Rehman may be coordinated by Mr. Asif Mahmood.            
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
